Marriage brings as much happiness as an additional $100,000 in yearly income, two researchers reported Monday. 

Dartmouth College economist David Blanchflower and Andrew Oswald of the University of Warwick in Britain, studied 100,000 people during a 25-year period and published the results of their research in a study called "Well-Being in Britain and the U.S." 

They found that the overall level of happiness among Americans has declined in the last 25 years while the happiness level for Britons has remain 'relatively flat," Blanchflower said in a phone interview. 

When the amount of happiness generated by a lasting marriage was compared to the happiness produced by financial circumstances, the authors' statistical calculations showed that a lasting marriage brought as much happiness as an additional $100,000 in annual income.
